. SEASONED OR MARINATED MEAT IS NOT ALLOWED!
FAJITA MEAT must consist of at least 10 1bs. (TEN). Meat can be
your choice of beef, pork or chicken for the fajita contest. BEANS
must consist of at least 2 1bs (2).

. Beans may be only PINTO BEANS. Beans must not be cooked
prior to inspection but can be soaked. Anything larger than a Pinto
Bean turned in will be disqualified. NO CANNED BEANS!

. Contestants may not share cooking equipment. Contestants may share
spaces. Each team must have a chief cook. Contestants must supply
all needed equipment and supplies. Closed Pit cooking ONLY.

. OPEN FLAMES OF ANY KIND ARE NOT PERMITTED (e.g.,
tiki torches or campfires.)

. No keg beer allowed on grounds. No coolers of beer may be brought
into cooking area after 4PM on Saturday. Beer will be available for
purchase off the grounds. Excessive use of alcoholic beverages will
be grounds for disqualification. Please observe the state liquor laws.
The CHIEF COOK will be responsible for the conduct of their team
and guests.

. No skateboards, tricycles, motorcycles, mopeds, golf carts, three
wheelers or four-wheelers will be permitted in the cooking area.

. Each team will be responsible for clean-up of their space.
